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Hotel Rooms Now Available for Baltimore World’s Fair of Money

Hotel rooms priced at special convention rates are now available for the American
Numismatic Association’s 2008 World’s Fair of Money®, July 30-August 3 in Baltimore. The
event is expected to be one of the best-attended shows in ANA history, and everyone is
encouraged to reserve hotel space now before rooms sell out.

The show is open to
the public from 10 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. Wednesday through Saturday and from 10 a.m. to 2
p.m. Sunday. Admission is free.

The Maryland State Numismatic Association, Montgomery County Coin Club and
Catonsville Coin Club are the event's host clubs, and Heritage Auction Galleries is the
official auction company.
